Volunteers are also needed for the distribution Saturdays--third 
Saturday of the month, 8:45 to 11AM.  Last month, we had few 
volunteers--both adults and youth.  Our clients leave with a box, plus 2 
or 3 bags of food which makes it necessary to have help in carrying to 
their cars.  This of course requires at least one other person and often 
two extra people who are able to go up the steps from the basement 
and walk to the car.   Many clients are senior citizens who cannot help 
to carry a heavy load and some of our volunteers cannot do this 
either. Last month clients had to wait till volunteers became available. 
  
Please consider volunteering your time on a Saturday that fits your 
schedule and if you can't come for the full time, the busiest is between 
9 and 10.  If you have any questions or can volunteer, please see Angie
